“More Life Under the Sun”


As we begin this week, you'll perhaps notice something interesting, Ecclesiastes starts to sound more and more like the book of Proverbs.  Proverbs is often a series of short little sayings that deal with practical knowledge about daily life, though not always necessarily in an order that is easy to follow.  We can see some of this same style in Ecclesiastes 4, where Solomon covers a number of issues, everything from the oppression that many people suffer from to the meaning of life, to the issue of envy, then to questions about the purpose of work, and finally to ideas of community and fellowship. Though oftentimes his sentences are sharp, to the point, very poetic, and without much elaboration, they touch on larger themes that can be explored in a number of ways that have relevance to us even today.
