The communion service is an open service (available to members and non-members),. The service includes a Feetwashing Ceremony, known as the Ordinance of Humility.  The Ordinance of Humility is meant to symbolize Christ's washing of his disciples' feet at the last supper.  Participants segregate by gender to separate rooms to conduct this ordinance.  After its completion, participants return to the main sanctuary for consumption of the Lord’s Supper, which consists of unleavened bread and unfermented grape juice.
