Block History Rt

A Celebration of African Amerighn Hisiory and Callire

The College Church joins with Americans from diverse
backgrounds and cultures throughout America in celebrating
African-American history. Black history has been annually
recognized since 1926, first as “Negro History Week” and later as
“Black History Month.”

We owe the celebration of Black History Month. and more
importantly, the study of black history. to Dr. Carter G. Woodson.
Born to parents who were former slaves, he spent his childhood
working in the Kentucky coal mines and enrolled in high school
at age twenty. Woodson graduated within two vears and later
went on to earn a Ph.D. from Harvard University. The scholar was
disturbed to find, in his studies, that history books largely ignored
the black American population—or portrayed blacks as inferior to
members of the prevailing culture.

Woodson took up the challenge of writing black Americans
into the nation’s history. He established the Association for the
Study of Negro Life and History (now called the Association for
the Study of Afro-American Life and History) in 1915, and a vear
later founded the widely respected Journal of Negro History. In
1926, he launched Negro History Week as an initiative to bring
national attention to the contributions of black people throughout
American history.

Woodson chose the second week of February for Negro
History Week because it marks the birthdays of two men who
greatly influenced the black American population. Frederick
Douglass and Abraham Lincoln.
