Memory Text:  "The fear of the Lord is the beginning of knowledge, but fools despise wisdom and discipline”								      (Proverbs 1:7, NIV).


Key Thought:  Though often viewed as in opposition to the Bible, science can help strengthen our faith in the Word of God.  In the earliest years of the scientific revolution (the seventeenth century), science was viewed as a way to understand God..  Over time, however, science started moving away from the idea of God, choosing instead to work in a purely materialistic, atheistic paradigm. This, of course, led to the struggle between faith and science that we often hear about today.  Though we certainly acknowledge the challenges that science can present, this week focus was on places where science has, indeed, given us reasons for our trust in the Bible.
