Title:  “Moses and Zipporah: Relating With Relations”


Memory Text:  "By faith Moses, when he was come to years, refused to be called the son of Pharaoh's daughter; Choosing rather to suffer affliction with the people of God, than to enjoy the pleasures of sin for a season” Hebrews 11: 24,25, NIV.


Key Thought: Moses is one of the best known of all Old Testament characters; Zipporah, his wife, is one of the lesser known. But, she turned out to be a faithful wife who remained with Moses during the trials of the Exodus. At the same time, his marriage to her brought Jethro into the family of Moses, and this turned out to be a great blessing, not just to Moses but to the children of Israel as a whole. Though we can learn many lessons from their story, perhaps the most important one is this: The right family relations can be wonderful; the wrong ones, unfortunately, can bring terrible results.  During our week study we saw just what blessings a good wife and good in-laws can bring.
