Memory Text:  "He replied, 'You are talking like a foolish woman. Shall we accept good from God, and not trouble?' "(Job 2:10, NIV)


Key Thought: Job's wife's name isn't given. In fact, not much is said about her at all. In the whole Bible, she's quoted in only one verse, and based upon that quote—uttered amid pain and tragedy that most people couldn't imagine—she's been remembered. She, though, may have been the model wife in every way, caring for her household, ministering to her suffering husband, taking food to him at the dump, nursing his boils, etc. But those good acts are not recorded; instead, the emphasis is on her husband and his suffering, with her only appearance being her urging him to do the very thing that Satan wanted.  Both husband and wife, as a couple, suffered with their losses; each one, though, reacted differently to them. We're not called to judge him or her but to learn and to take heed.
