Memory Text:  "Create in me a clean heart, 0 God; and renew a right spirit within me.  (Psalm 51:10, NIV).


Key Thought: The marriage of David and Bathsheba is a model for how to do almost everything wrong. Born out of adultery, then complicated with deception and murder, it's a sordid account of just how fallen humanity has become.  In the incident with Bathsheba, David broke the sixth commandment, "Thou shalt not kill"; the seventh commandment, "Thou shalt not commit adultery"; the ninth commandment, "Thou shalt not bear false witness against thy neighbor"; and the tenth commandment, "Thou shalt not covet".  The story of David and Bathsheba ever bears witness to how even the most godly people, unless careful, can fall into the worst of sin. How fortunate that we have a God who forgives the unforgivable.
